On December 7th we received a
check for the Women & Chil-
dren’s shelter from American
Woodmark in the amount of
$12,500.00! The presenters met
us at the women & children’s
shelter so that they could see the
floor going in, that we will use
part of the donation to pay for.
The house is completely painted,
re-floored, electrical and plumb-
ing are all checked out, a couple
of exterior doors replaced and is
now awaiting window blinds. Dr.
Lingenfelter has had his project
manager, Paul Levesque oversee-
ing this house rehab. Paul is
making plans to have the outside
of the house painted when the
weather warms up. We will be
installing a larger water heater
and looking into some landscap-
ing for the large back yard. It
already has a basketball 1/2 court
and a swing set, but we need to
clean it up quite a bit and plant
some greenery in the spring. The
donation from American Wood-
mark will hopefully cover all of
those tasks. We are in the proc-
ess of acquiring our Zoning Use
Permit from the County and if all
goes smoothly we hope to have
our open house in February. We
are hoping to furnish and equip
the house by then. We are col-
lecting sheets and blankets for
twin beds and bath towels. If you

have any you don’t want any-
more, we’d be happy to take
them off your hands!

God said this would be a swift
work and it certainly has
been! Dr. Lingenfelter is a
tremendous blessing to Cor-
nerstone Mission and to the
City of Kingman. We are so

grateful to have the opportu-
nity to work with him, Paul, and
John Kirby and all of the great
team at The Gardens Rehab &
Care Center and the Lingenfel-
ter Center.

If you would like more info
about the Women & Children’s
shelter or would like to volun-
teer, please call Melissa, Patti or
Debra at Cornerstone 757-1535.
Even though we are opening a
new location, we will still be
doing all of the administration
for Comerstone Mission (any
location) through the Homeless
Family Resource Center on
Sycamore where we will con-
tinue to have our clothing
closet, showers, soup kitchen
and all other services we offer
to the public. The shelter on
Sycamore will be the hub of all
activity and the place where the
public can go for information on
our services.

We wrote a grant in collabora-
tion with Arizona Youth Partner-
ship for a Basic Center, which is
a youth shelter for ages 12 to 17.
This was the second year we col-
laborated on this grant and we
did receive the award. Itis a
federal grant and is funded for 3
years. Part of Cornerstone’s col-
laboration on this project was to
take the program over at the end
of that three years in order for
the program to be sustained.
When it comes over to us at the
end of the three year period
(October of 2014) it will become
a faith-based program. We are
very excited to be a part of this
program, though small (5 beds)
it is a start! We have been trying
to help the homeless youth for a
long time, but have not been
successful as the homeless youth
do not trust adults, and therefore
would not come into the shelter
on their own. This program will
give us an avenue to help them.

The ARIZONA CHARITABLE TAX CREDIT allows you to receive a dollar-for-dollar tax credit,
up to $400*, on your Arizona state income tax when you give to Cotnerstone Mission Project, Inc.,
a 501(c)(3) non-profit organization qualifying agency.

To take advantage of this tax credit:
o Fill out the simple form (AZ Form 321) and include it with your state tax filing.
e Make your check payable to: Cornerstone Mission Project, Inc.

e  Mail your check/chatitable contribution to Cornerstone Mission, 3049 Sycamore, Kingman,
AZ 86409.

A tax credit reduces your final tax liability dollar for dollar. It comes right off the top of your state
tax bill, lowering the amount of money you will pay. *With Arizona’s Working Poor Tax Credit,
you can teceive a dollar-for-dollar tax credit on your state income taxes of up to $200 for singles or
$400 for married couples filing jointly.

This tax credit is different from those you can receive for private school tuition and public
school extracurricular activities. You are eligible to receive dollar-for-dollar tax credits for

all three. Itis only available for individuals, not corporations, partnerships or other business enti-
ties. This is not a refundable credit. If the allowable credit is more than your tax ot if you have no
tax, you may catry the unused ctedit forward for up to the next five years.
